When Weekly rehearsals start we will Update the calendar on our website eacii ow uay cvoiiny. i win noi)d your
student know when and where they have rehearsals. Rehearsals will be split between the gym, library, and
portables at the school. Most students will have practices twice a week. Depending on the role that they are cast
as they may need to attend rehearsals more or less in any given week. Leads should plan on rehearsals almost
every morning. Rehearsals will be from 7:30am- 8:40am. We will not be providing a snack for the students so
please make sure they eat breakfast or bring something with them they can have afterwards.

It is vital that your student(s) can attend all or as many of their rehearsals as possible. If you child is cast as a lead
and they miss more than 3 rehearsals we reserve the right to recast another student in their role. We understand
that things come up and students may also get sick. If your student does become sick PLEASE DO NOT send
them to rehearsals. We would love for them to join us once they are better. We can only accomplish so much
during rehearsals and extra practice at home can make all the difference. Please help your students as much as
you can with lines and songs. All dress rehearsals are mandatory. Dress rehearsals will be Friday March 17th,
2022. One cast will be 9:00am-12:00pm. The other 1:30pm-4:30pm. We will be double casting the show which
means we will have two casts. Cast Sven and Cast Olaf. When we have the show cast we will let you know which
cast your child will be part of.

We as directors will be respectful of the students and their time. In return we ask them to be respectful of us and
our time. If their behavior becomes a distraction or disrespectful they will be given a warning. If it continues we
will reach out to the parents. If the student repeatedly reaches this point we will need to reconsider their
participation in the play.

We are looking for parent volunteers to help with Costumes, Makeup, Sets, Backstage, and Concessions. If
you are able and willing please sign up. Many hands are much appreciated. The week of performances parents
will be asked to help at least once backstage to help manage the students in the hallway when they are not on
stage.
